On Tuesday, April 17, the Zoning Board of Adjustment of the Borough of Fair Haven continued to hear the application by Verizon/Omnipoint to seek a variance to erect a 133’ foot communications tower on the property of the Nativity Church.
At that meeting, Verizon/Omnipoint concluded the testimony for its case. The Borough presented its case by Stuart Lieberman, the attorney who represents the Borough in this matter before the Zoning Board. Council President Thomas Gilmour testified and in response to questioning by Mr. Lieberman outlined the reasons why the Borough opposes this site and the granting of a variance for this site.

Residents were given the opportunity to comment and several came forward.

Mr. Lieberman asked for the opportunity to deliver additional testimony at the next meeting. The Board chose to continue the proceeding and permit Mr. Lieberman, as well as residents to offer comments on the next meeting. At this meeting, the expert that the Board retained to review the Radio Coverage that the applicant offered will be presented.

This meeting is scheduled for Thursday, May 10, 2007 at 7:15 pm at Borough Hall. It is highly likely that all testimony will be concluded and a vote on this matter will be taken at this meeting. We need an excellent turnout of residents at this meeting to voice your concerns as this likely be the Last Call.
